will give the keynote address. Graduation speakers also include Assistant Camden

The Judiciary’s recovery court program addresses nonviolent, addicted offenders. 

The program requires completion of phases of intensive drug and alcohol treatment 

and recovery, under court supervision.  

 

The vicinage’s recovery court program, which began in 1996, has 541 participants 

and has graduated 989 participants.   
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
